ments are made under such accounts for the year shall 3

be deposited in the Treasury and used for deficit reduc-4

tion, except that in the case of a fiscal year for which there 5

is no Federal budget deficit, such amounts shall be used 6

to reduce the Federal debt (in such manner as the Sec-7

retary of the Treasury considers appropriate).
